When the 
thanksgiving feast is on the table and 
family and friends gather, our children 
need to take an opportunity to be thank-
ful for all that has been provided.  
Wayne Parker in the article “Teaching 
children to be Grateful”  from the web-
site ABOUT FATHERHOOD outlines 
some ideas:  

• Make a List—take some time as a 
family to make a list of the things 
they are grateful for.  It is fun to 
watch their priorities change as they 
grow.   

•  Set the Example—Parents have to 
model behavior they hope their chil-
dren adopt as their own.    

• Don’t Demand Thanks—Avoid de-
manding thanks from your children. 
If you offer if sincerely to them, they 
will learn the skills of gratitude. 

• Teach Through Role Play-

ing—Have the kids act out a 
scenario where someone went 
out of their way for someone 
else, and have the receiver ex-
press gratitude.  

• Establish Family Traditions—

By having family rituals that 
center on gratitude, children 
learn to express thanks.  

• Offer Service—Try taking the 
family to a nursing home or 
homeless shelter to volunteer.  
They will often find that a little 
selfless tends to make selfish-
ness go away.

• No more than 30% of all 
calories your child eats 
should be fat calories 

• Don’t eat at fast food res-
taurants more than once a 
week
